How to set up PostScript Converter so you can convert a file from ANY program:

NOTE: This requires WinZip or WinRAR to be installed.

There are three parts to the setup, installing RedMon, installing the printer driver and configuring the print driver.
Installing RedMon:

1. Download RedMon (Use the 'Download RedMon…' item in the Options menu of PostScript Converter)

2. Once the download has finished, open the ZIP file that was downloaded (usually c:\redmon.zip or c:\redmon17.zip)

3. Extract all the files to a folder of your choice (usually c:\redmon is good)

4. Double-click on the 'setup.exe' file in the folder you extracted the files to. This will install RedMon.

Installing the Printer Driver:

1. Go to Start --> Settings --> Printers and then double-click 'Add Printer'

2. Once you say that the printer is a local printer, you should get a dialog like this:
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Click on 'Have Disk'

3. In the box that appears, click 'Browse' and navigate to the path where you installed PostScript Converter.

4. If you navigated to the correct folder, you will get this:
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Click 'Next' three times and DON'T print a test page. Click 'Finish'

Configuring the Printer Driver:

1. Go back to the Printers folder (Start ( Settings ( Printers) and right-click 'DSA PostScript Convert v1'. Click 'Properties'

2. Click on the 'Details' tab

3. Click 'Add Port'. You will get a dialog similar to this:
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Choose the 'Other' option and click 'Redirected Port'

4. When the 'Add Redirected Port' box pops up, type 'DCONV:' as the port name

5. Click on 'Port Settings'. You should get a dialog like this:
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Click the 'Browse' button, navigate to your PostScript Converter folder and choose 'PostScriptConverter.exe'. Then, click 'OK’

6. Click on 'Spool Settings'.  

7. Choose the option 'Print directly to the printer' as well as the option 'Disable bi-directional support for this printer'. Click 'OK'





8. Click 'OK' and you are done!

Troubleshooting

If your conversions only come out in black and white, do the following:

1. Go into printers folder

2. Install a dummy printer using model ‘Apple Color LW 12/660 PS’ (Add Printer ( Next (twice) ( Choose ‘Apple Color LW 12/660 PS’)

3. Right-click on ‘DSA PostScript Convert v1’ and choose Properties.

4. On the details tab, under ‘Print using the following driver’, choose Apple Color LW 12/660 PS
